
Hashual

Formation: One circle without partners, and with a ‘fox’ in the middle.

Measures PART A1
1-2 Moving in LOD, walk 7 steps starting with the R foot. On the 3rd and 4th steps clap 3 times

(counts 3, &, 4)

3 Grapevine moving in LOD step L, turn to face center and step R, step L behind R, step R
facing LOD

4 In LOD, step L, turn to face center and step R, step L in towards the ‘fox’, brush R foot
towards fox. (We tell children we are kicking leaves up over the fox)

PART A2
1-3 REPEAT PART A1, measures 1-3

4 Step L, step R, step L and face in towards the ‘fox’

PART B1
1-2 With R shoulder towards center, move towards fox with a short two-step (R, L, R)

snapping fingers on each beat. Continue with L shoulder toward center, (L, R, L)
REPEAT (step R, L, R and L, R, L)

3-4 Clap and shout “HEY” on count 1 and back away from fox with 8 small steps

PART B2
1-4 REPEAT B1, measures 1-4. This time however, as people back out, the fox reaches out and

tags someone who becomes the new fox. The former fox joins the circle of dancers and the
dance begins again.
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
